Each strategy follows the following
outline: explanation, analysis, supporting research, Common Core Anchor Standards, application,
technology integration, possible wrong-goings, educator contractions, and lastly, reproducibles

and links.

Learning Strategies: Professional literature analysis, personal reflection, project-based learning.

Experiential Learning Opportunities: Students will be reflecting on the assessments and tools
that they develop/learn about in class and measuring/estimating the intended impact on student
learning in the classroom. Students will learn by doing while completing a variety of activities

Application #1- (45 points)

Writing frames are commonly described as templates that include sentence starters, connecting
words, and an overall structure that provides extensive scaffolding to a student responding to a
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question or a prompt. Create a writing frame for an existing lesson; upload the writing
frame along with an explanation/background of the lesson.

Application #2- (45 points)

In the writing process, planning and revising help ELLs improve their overall writing. Create a
graphic organizer for the pre-planning of an existing writing assignment, and then create a peer
review guide for your students to follow. Take into careful consideration how you might
differentiate these assignments for ELLs, as opposed to students that are not ELL.

Action Research- (100 points)

Explore research-based strategies that increase ELL student achievement. Gather ideas from at
least two articles and compare your research to the thoughts and ideas of Ferlazzo and
Hall-Sypnieski. Similar? Different? 3-5 pages, APA.

Journal entries
Journals are designed to demonstrate that students are reflecting on and implementing concepts
and strategies in their own education settings. Journal entries are to be roughly 2-3 paragraphs
each. Students are expected to complete 10 entries over the course of the class. You may use the
same type of journal entry more than once. Make sure to include some examples of what you have
actually done to support your thoughts whenever appropriate. Some examples of acceptable
journal topics include:
e How has what you learned about a strategy/topic changed the way you think?
e What were the results of trying something new that you learned in class, and how could
you improve it next time?
e Reflections on conversations you had with students, colleagues or administrators about
what you have learned.
e Research you've discovered on a topic and how it complements or contradicts what the
author says.
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e These are a few examples, but any journal entry along these lines is acceptable.
Remember that you can use the same journal topic more than once to examine different
concepts or strategies, or even to examine different impacts on multiple types of classes.

The Learner and Learning

Standard #1: Learner Development

The teacher understands how learners grow and develop, recognizing that patterns of
learning and development vary individually within and across the cognitive, linguistic,
social, emotional, and physical areas, and designs and implements developmentally
appropriate and challenging learning experiences.
